The term "Club activities" in this waiver
includes running rivers and participating in "Special Activities" (see left column), but excludes
transportation arrangements and loading and unloading of equipment.

In consideration of being allowed to participate in Club activities, and enjoying the safety of
boating with Club members and participants, | agree as follows:
1) ASSUMPTION OF RISK: | agree to abide by the Club's safety rules. While boating on rivers and
lakes with the Club, | will wear a personal flotation device. While boating in rapids with the Club:
i) | will wear a helmet, and
ii) my boat will be equipped with grab loopsor lines, and
while boating in rapids with the Club, other than in arace:
iiil) my boat will be equipped with bow and stern flotation, and
iv) | will carry athrow bag with buoyant line of > 15 metresin my boat or on my person.
| recognize that my personal safety is wholly my own responsibility, and that | can neither rely
on the judgement nor actions of others to assure my safety. | recognize that the risks with Club
activities include, but are not limited to, collision, capsize, personal injury, death, and loss and
damage to persona equipment. | agree to assume all risks and responsibilities, including those not
specifically named above.
2) RELEASE OF LIABILITY: | release and absolve the Club, and its directors, officers, members, and
participants, for any and all actions and responsibilities in an organizational role, of all liability in
connection with my participation in Club activities, however caused, including negligence, register
and membership status errors. Furthermore, | will hold the Club, and its directors, officers,
members, and participants, harmless from:
e any and all third party liability claims, demands and actions whatsoever, which may or
may not be made on my behalf, and
« all emergency treatment and rescue costs,
arising directly or indirectly out of my participation in Club activities.

Furthermore, if endorsing for a minor,
in consideration for allowing the minor to participate in Club activities, | agree to directly and
individually indemnify the Club, and its directors, officers, members, and participants, against any
claim the minor makes against the same, for actions or inactions related to Club and paddling
events, with my indemnification reduced by that paid for by insurance covering the other parties
other than the minor.
